"AWARD OF MERIT" GUIDELINES, 

CREATES NEW "BOOKSTORE OF THE YEAR" AWARD

The Catholic Book Publishers Association will grant the Award of Merit to worthy individuals or groups in recognition of outstanding achievement and exemplary service.

1. LIFETIME ACHIEVEMENT AWARD
This award is bestowed upon a person who has dedicated many years of his or her professional life to working in the Catholic book publishing industry and whose career has been marked by significant accomplishments that have advanced both the industry and the Catholic Book Publishers Association in a notable manner.

2. DISTINGUISHED SERVICE AWARD
This award is bestowed upon a person, group, or association whose efforts, either over an extended period of time or in a specific matter, have been above and beyond the ordinary and have greatly benefited the Catholic book publishing industry and / or the Catholic Book Publishers Association.

3. BOOKSTORE OF THE YEAR AWARD
The criteria for this award will be developed in the coming months. The creation of this award will be announced at the RBTE of 2001 and awarded for the first time at the RBTE of 2002

There is a three-step nomination procedure:

1. A call for nominations will be made each year in the newsletter and elsewhere. Although nominations will be solicited once each year, nominations may be made at any time.

2. Nominations will be reviewed in a timely manner by the governance committee of the board which will propose the names of worthy candidates to the full board for consideration.

3. The full board, either at a board meeting or by (e)mail, will review the merit of each nominee submitted by the governance committee. Those receiving approval by a simple majority vote of the board will receive the award.

There is no minimum or maximum number of awards that can be conferred at any one time or in any calendar year.

The awards will be granted at an appropriate time and in a manner determined by the governance committee. Generally, Distinguish Service Awards will be conferred at the meeting prior to the LA Religious Education Congress and the Bookstore of the Year award will be given at the RBTE meeting.
