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To encourage our customers to read the Bible and related books, the CBPA announces the books of the Bible and topics for the 2008 liturgical year; Matthew, 1 Corinthians and Wisdom.

The complete program details are featured on our website: www.CatholicsRead.org . All member publishers are invited to participate, and plans will also involve bookstores, dioceses, national organizations, parishes, schools, and individuals. 


How will this work?

Each year, www.CatholicsRead.org will highlight three books from the Bible or themes for the program. For the first few years we will select books that will be related to the liturgical cycle. Publisher members of CBPA are invited to offer any number of books from their lists that are related to the featured biblical books themselves or to a major theme of the biblical books or to our list of supplemental resources. 

For the 2006 Liturgical Year, the featured Bible books are Mark, Isaiah and Revelation. We encourage your submission of suitable books for the program that are related to either the selected Bible books or to our supplemental resources lists: Bibles, Study Guides, Biographies, Children’s Books, Books about Loss and Grieving, Music, Spirituality, and Prayer Books. 


In this way, we hope to involve publishers serving a wide range of readers.  The website: www.CatholicsRead.org will be driven by a number of factors, but our main concentrate will be on our internet site, www.CatholicsRead.org, as the integral part of the program. There, the reader will find basic information about the program, featured books, historical information, author biographies, plus information about Bible translations and available versions.  

On this web site, participating publishers will also provide a description of each of their titles, along with the ISBN number and the cost of each book. To purchase books, the reader will be able to browse a list of bookstores to find one in their area, to link directly to the publisher's site, or to place an order online through direct publisher links for book orders.
How will CatholicsRead be promoted?

• suggestions for promoting the program

• information on how the CBPA will help book-stores participate (posters, signage, etc.)

• a list of the featured books

• Individuals—Press releases will be sent to the CBPA public relations list and to all diocesan offices and newspapers. Participating parishes and schools will publicize the program, and there will be links from various websites to www.CatholicsRead.org.

• National organizations—CPBA is approaching national organizations on ways to promote the program. 

What will it cost me and how do I benefit?

You will pay $50 for each title you feature in the program. There is no limit to how many titles can be submitted each year. This is a unique opportunity to highlight particular titles on your list at a very reasonable price and to bring customers to your 
website where they can find all the titles you offer. Direct links to your website for ordering is available. Each publisher that enters 5 or more titles in the program will be allowed one cover on the yearly program poster.
